1. Valdkondade, instituutide ja kolledzite iilidpilaskogude litkmete valimiste tulemuste kinnitamine

Ulidpilaste esindajate valimine valdkonna, instituutide ja kolledzite ndukogudesse toimus
Korgharidusseaduse § 15, Tartu Ulikooli pdhikirja § 24 ning Tartu Ulikooli iilidpilaskonna
valimiseeskirja (edaspidi: VE) jirgi. Tartu Ulikooli pdhikiri sitestab, et iilidpilased moodustavad iga
valdkonna ning instituudi ja kolledzi ndukogust vihemalt viiendiku, kui instituudi pdhikirjas ja VEs
ei ole sdtestatud teisiti.

Tartu Ulikooli nelja valdkonna, kahekiimne kaheksa instituudi ja kolme kolledZi iilidpilaskogude
litkmete valimised toimusid 25. mirtsist 30. aprillini 2024. Kandideerimisperiood algas 25. mirtsil ja
kestis kuni 7. aprillini. Valimistoimkonna 8. aprilli otsusega pikendati perioodi (vastavalt VE
valdkonna iilidpilaskogu ja iilidpilaskonna volikogu liikmete valimise korra p 24 ja Tartu Ulikooli
instituutide ja kolledzite ndukogude iilidpilaste esindajate valimiskorra p 28 alusel) 12. aprillini.
Hiiletamine toimus valimised.ut.ee veebiplatvormil 22. aprillist 30. aprillini. Instituutide ja kolledzite
iiliopilaskogudesse esitas kandidatuuri 122 iilidpilast, kelle poolt anti kokku 3432 hiilt ja valdkonna
iiliopilaskogudesse 37 iilidpilast, kelle poolt anti kokku 2831 hiilt.

Valimistulemused ja asendusjdrjekord on esitatud valdkondlikult alljargnevates tabelites (lisad 1-5).
Valituks osutusid enim hiili kogunud kandidaadid. Igas struktuuriiiksuses osutusid valituks nii mitu
iilidpilast, kui on struktuuriiiksuse ndukogus iilidpilastele kohti (VE punkt 48) jargmiste erisustega,
mis tulenevad vastavate instituutide pohikirjadest.

- Fisika, haridusteaduste, Johan Skytte poliitikauuringute ja psiihholoogia instituudi ning
majandusteaduskonna ja odigusteaduskonna ndukogus peavad olema esindatud koik
Oppeastmed;

- bio- ja siirdemeditsiini instituudi ndukogus olevatest iilidpilasesindajatest peavad doktorandid
moodustama vdahemalt kolmandiku (ehk kaks liiget);

- peremeditsiini ja rahvatervishoiu instituudi ndukogus olevatest {ilidpilasesindajatest peab
olema védhemalt iiks rahvatervishoiu Oppekava, iiks Oendusteaduse Oppekava ja iiks
arstiteaduse Oppekavade tilidpilane;

- Oigusteaduskonna ndukogus peab olema kaks iilidpilasesindajat Tallinna osakonnast ja kolm
Tartu osakonnast;



- Tartu observatooriumi ning genoomika instituuti ndukogus peab olema iiks doktorantide
esindaja ning jérgima ei pea viiendiku esindatuse nduet;

- bioinseneeria instituudi ndukokku peavad kuuluma bakalaureusedppekava ,,Loodusteadused
ja tehnoloogia® iilidpilaste valitud esindajad.

Kui kaks kandidaati saavad vordse arvu haili, siis kandidaatide jarjekord pingereas otsustatakse selle
jérgi, kes esitas avalduse kandideerimiseks ajaliselt varem (VE punkt 46). Tingimuslikult valituks
osutunud kandidaadi nime jérele on tehtud vastav mérge (*), tilidpilasstaatust kontrollitakse jargmise
dppeaasta alguses. Ulejddnud kandidaadid moodustavad vastavalt valimistulemustele valdkonna
asendusliikmete jarjekorra. Asendusliikmete nimekirja ei kanta kandidaate, kes ei saa valimistel tihtki
haalt.

Valimiste lile teostas jdrelevalvet kolmeliikmeline valimistoimkond koosseisus Renar Kihho
(valimistoimkonna esimees), Eve Pehter (kinnitatud 16.11.2023 iilidpilaskonna volikogu istungi
otsusega), Anna Martha Seer (kinnitatud 12.02.2024 {ilidpilaskonna volikogu e-hdiletuse
tulemusega). Murettekitavalt palju oli puudulikult esitatud avaldusi, kdigi nende esitajatega voeti
puuduste kdrvaldamiseks iihendust.

Valimistoimkonnale laekus kaebus (lisa 6) kandidaatide tutvustuste esitamise osas iilidpilasesinduse
kodulehel. Kaebuse sisuks oli kandidaatide enesetutvustuste kéttesaadavus valijaskonnale valimiste
esimesel kahel pieval, mida ei dnnestunud valimistoimkonnal koostdds Tartu Ulikooli iilidpilaskonna
biirooga tagada {iilidpilasesinduse kodulehel toimunud uuenduste tottu. Lisaks toodi vélja, et puudus
eraldi ingliskeelne lehekiilg sissejuhatava teksti ning nii valdkondade kui ka instituutide ingliskeelsete
nimedega. Ingliskeelne lehekiilg loodi kaks pdeva pirast eesti keelse lehekiilje iiles seadmist, kuid
kandidaatide juures olid olemas ka ingliskeelsed tutvustused (koikidel neil, kes selle ise esitasid).
Peale eesti ja inglise keelsete lehtede valmimist toimus valimiste kajastamine molemas keeles viidates
samuti molemale lingile.

Valimistoimkond otsustas:
1. lugeda valimistulemused kehtivaks;
2. kinnitada valimistulemused vastavalt protokolli lisadele 1 kuni 5.

Valimistoimkonna otsus joustub protokolli allkirjastamisel kdigi valimistoimkonna litkmete poolt.

Kirjutan teile seoses kaebusega, mis puudutab viihem konkreetseid TUUE valimiseeskirja sétteid ning
rohkem {ildisi pShimdtteid, mille alusel TUUE valimisi libi viiakse.

Tartu Ulikooli instituutide ja kolledZite ndukogude iilidpilaste esindajate valimiskorra punkti 3 jirgi
valitakse esindajad struktuuriiiksuse ndukogusse "vabadel, otsestel, iildistel, vordsetel ning salajastel
valimistel" ning pole pdhjust eeldada, et samadest pohimdtetest ei peaks ldhtuma ka valdkonna
iilliopilaskogu valimistel. Mis puudutab siit loetelust vordsust, siis soovin, et valimistoimkond arutaks,
kas siin on toimunud rikkumine nii valijate kui ka kandidaatide suhtes. Kaebuse sisu seisneb selles, et
valimiste esimese kahe pédeva jooksul ei olnud iilidpilaskonnal ligipddsu kandidaatide
enesetutvustustele ("kandideerimise pdhjuste liithikirjeldusele") ning see olukord on jatkunud
ingliskeelsete iilidpilaste jaoks kuni 26. aprillini (veel kirja saatmise hetkel). See tdhendab, et ehkki
hééletada on koik iilidpilased saanud esimesest valimispédevast saati, on olnud takistatud nende
voimalused ennast kurssi viia oma kandidaatide lubaduste ja programmidega ning seega langetada
kaalutletud otsus. Sama peab paika ka kandidaatide puhul: neil ei ole olnud vdimalik valijaskonda
teavitada sellest, mille poolt nad sisuliselt hddletavad, kui nad kellelegi oma hdile annavad.

Sisuliselt on see jatnud valijaskonnale selle aja véltel neli varianti: kas hddletada kandidaadi nime kdla
jérgi, tutvuse jérgi, jitta hidletamata voi hidletada suvaliselt. Ukski neist ei ole valimiste korraldamise
vaatest moistlik ning eriti teine variant on pannud aga ebavordsesse olukorda vihem tuntumad
kandidaadid, kelle programmilised seisukohad oleksid vdinud valijaskonda hoopis nende poolt
hidletama motiveerida. Kombineerituna sellega, et ingliskeelsetel iilidpilastel pole olnud ligipddsu
kandidaatide infole pikemat aega, tdhendab see, et senises valimiskorralduses on teatud kaudse
diskrimineerimise elemente (siinpuhul "tegevus, mis seab inimesed mingi tunnuse alusel teistega
vorreldes ebasoodsamasse olukorda"). Vdhem tuntud {iilidpilased pole saanud vdrdsetel alustel
kandideerida praeguste esindajate ja tuntumate iilidpilaste vastu ning vélisiilidpilased pole saanud
hééletada vordsetel alustel eestikeelsetega, kuna nende jaoks on olnud lisatokkeid kandidaatide
programmidega tutvumisega. Ehkki need sihtgrupid on alati olnud valimistel ndrgemas seisus,
panustab seekord sellesse ka otsene valimiste korraldus.

Mbistan, et valimiseeskiri ei ole siinpuhul tépne: kandideerimise pdhjuste liihikirjeldust oodatakse
millegipérast ainult valdkonna iilidpilaskogu kandidaadilt (punkt 50'8.6), aga mitte instituudi
iiliopilaskogu kandidaadilt (punktid 30-31), ning isegi esimese puhul ei ole mérgitud, mis ajaks tuleb
see iilidpilaskonna ees avalikustada. Samas on TUUE-I olnud pikk valimistava (vdihemalt minu
esimesest kandideerimisest saati 2016. aastal), et mitte ainult ei avaldata need andmed TUUE
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kodulehel nii VUK-i kui ka IUK-i kandidaatide kohta, vaid seda tehakse juba enne valimiste algust,
et valijaskonnal oleks vdimalik ennast juba eelnevalt kandidaatide seisukohtadega kurssi viia.

Ma ei palu valimistoimkonnalt valimistulemuste tiihistamist - olgu senised korralduslikud puudused
kuitahes suured, on ilmselt jarelejddnud valimisperioodi jooksul vdimalik votta ette tegevusi, mis
senist kahju heastaksid voi vihemalt leevendaksid. Selle jaoks palun valimistoimkonnalt (ja teie
kaudu iilidpilaskonna juhatuselt ja biiroolt) jargmist:

- tagada, et kandidaatide info on TUUE kodulehel kittesaadav nii eesti kui ka inglise keeles;

- suurendada teadlikkust kandidaatide info kohta iilidpilaskonna seas, lisades eksplitsiitselt lingi
kandidaatide lehe kohta nii jirgmise niddala tudengite infokirja kui ka valimised.ut.ee lehele
TUUE valimiste lingi juurde (nagu on tehtud eelnevatel aastatel);

- teha iilidpilaskonna volikogule ettepanek lisada TUUE iildisesse valimiseeskirja tipsemad
satted kandidaatide info avalikustamise kohta ning lahendada ebakolad, millele siin kaebuses
on tidhelepanu juhitud.

Agenda:

1. Confirmation of the results of the elections of the student councils of the faculties, institutes, and
colleges

The election of student representatives to the councils of institutes, colleges and faculties took place
in accordance with § 15 of the Higher Education Act, § 24 of the Statutes of the University of Tartu
and the General Electoral Rules of the University of Tartu Student Union (hereinafter ‘GER’). The
Statutes of the University of Tartu stipulate for students to form at least one-fifth of each faculty,
institute, and college council, unless otherwise stated in the Statutes of the institutes and the GER.

The elections for the members of the student councils of four fields, twenty-eight institutes and three
colleges of the University of Tartu took place from March 25 to April 30, 2024. The candidacy period
began on March 25 and lasted until April 7. With the decision of the election committee on April 8,
the period was extended (in pursuance of clause 24 of the GER section ‘The procedure for the election
of the members of the Faculty Student Council and the Student Parliament’ and clause 28 of the GER
section ‘The procedure for the election of student representatives to the University of Tartu institutes'
and colleges' councils) until April 12. Voting took place via the valimised.ut.ee web platform from
April 22 to April 30. 122 students submitted their candidacies to the student councils of institutes and
colleges, for which a total of 3432 votes were cast, and 37 students applied for the faculty student
council, for which a total of 2831 votes were cast.

The election results and the order of waiting list candidates are presented by faculty in the tables
(Appendix 1-5) below. The candidates with the most votes were elected. In each structural unit, the
number of students elected derived from the number of seats on the unit’s council (GER clause 48)
with the following differences arising from the statutes of the respective institutes.

- According to the Statutes of the Institute of Physics, Institute of Education, Johan Skytte
Institute of Political Studies and Institute of Psychology, and the School of Economics and
Business Administration and the School of Law, all study levels must be represented in the
student council;

- At the Institute of Biomedicine and Translational Medicine, Doctoral students must make up
one-third of the student council (two members of the student council);

- The Institute of Family Medicine and Public Health requires one student from the Nursing
Science, one from Medicine and one from Public Health to be on the council;

- According to the Statutes of the School of Law, two members must be from the Tallinn
department and three members from the Tartu department;
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- One representative of doctoral students is elected to the Tartu Observatory and the Institute of
Genomics, and the requirement of one-fifth representation does not have to be followed,

- the council of the Institute of Bioengineering must include elected representatives of the
students of the Bachelor's program "Science and Technology".

Pursuant to clause 46 of the GER, if two candidates receive an equal number of votes, candidates will
be ranked based on submission time. The names of the candidates who have been conditionally elected
have been marked (*), their student status will be checked at the beginning of the next academic year.
The remaining candidates form the waiting list based on their received votes. Candidates who did not
receive any votes in the election will not be included in the waiting list.

The elections were monitored by a three-member Electoral Committee consisting of Renar Kihho
(Chairman of the Electoral Committee), Eve Pehter (approved at the meeting of the Student Parliament
on 16 November 2023), Anna Martha Seer (confirmed on 12 February 2024 with the result of the e-
voting of the Student Parliament). There was a worrying number of defective applications, committee
contacted every one of them to amend the shortcomings.

The election committee received a complaint (Appendix 6) about the introduction of candidates on
the website of the student union. The content of the complaint was the availability of the self-
introductions of the candidates to the electorate on the first two days of the elections, which the
election committee failed to ensure in cooperation with the University of Tartu Student Union office
due to updates on the website of the student union. In addition, it was pointed out that there was no
separate English page with the introductory text and the English names of both fields and institutes.
The English-language page was created two days after the Estonian-language page was set up, but the
candidates also had introductions in English (for all those who submitted it themselves). After the
completion of the Estonian and English pages, the coverage of the elections took place in both
languages, also referring to both links.

The election committee decided:

1. consider the election results valid;

2. to confirm the election results in accordance with Appendix 1 to 5 of the protocol.
The decision of the Electoral Committee enters into force upon signing.

Subject: Complaint to the Electoral Committee of the UTSU general elections

Dear Members of the UTSU General Election Electoral Committee,

I am writing to you regarding a complaint concerning less specific provisions of the UTSU electoral
regulations and more general principles on which UTSU elections are conducted.

According to point 3 of the election procedure for student representatives of the councils of
institutes and colleges of the University of Tartu, representatives are elected to the council of the
structural unit through "free, direct, general, equal, and secret elections," and there is no reason to
assume that the same principles should not apply also in the elections of the student council of the
field. Regarding equality from this list, I would like the electoral committee to consider whether
there has been a violation here concerning both voters and candidates. The essence of the complaint
is that during the first two days of the elections, students did not have access to candidates' self-
introductions ("brief descriptions of reasons for candidacy"), and this situation has continued for
English-speaking students until April 26 (at the time of sending this letter). This means that although
all students have been able to vote since the first day of the elections, their opportunities to
familiarise themselves with their candidates' promises and platforms have been hindered, thus
preventing them from making informed decisions. The same applies to candidates: they have not
been able to inform the electorate about what they essentially stand for when someone votes for
them.

Essentially, this has left the electorate with four options during this time: to vote based on the
familiarity of the candidate's name, based on acquaintance, to abstain from voting, or to vote
randomly. None of these options are reasonable from the perspective of election organisation, and
especially the second option has put lesser-known candidates in an unequal position, whose
programmatic positions could have motivated the electorate to vote for them. Combined with the fact
that English-speaking students have been without access to candidates' information for a longer
period, this means that there are certain elements of indirect discrimination in the current election
organisation ("an action that puts people in a disadvantaged position compared to others based on
some characteristic"). Lesser-known students have not been able to compete on equal terms against
current representatives and more well-known students, and international students have not been able
to vote on equal terms with Estonian speakers, as there have been additional barriers for them to
familiarise themselves with candidates' programs. Although these target groups have always been in
a weaker position in elections, this time the direct organisation of the elections intensifies this.

I understand that the electoral regulations are not precise in this regard: for some reason, a brief
description of reasons for candidacy is expected only from the candidate for the student body of the
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faculty (point 50'8.6), but not from the candidate for the institute's student body (points 30-31), and
even in the former case, it is not indicated by what time this should be made public to the student
body. However, UTSU has had a long-standing tradition of elections (at least since my first
candidacy in 2016) to not only publish this information on the UTSU website for both VUK and
IUK candidates but also to do so before the start of the elections so that the electorate can familiarise
themselves with the candidates' positions in advance.

I am not asking the electoral committee to invalidate the election results — no matter how significant
the existing organisational shortcomings are, it is probably possible to undertake activities during the
remaining election period that would rectify or at least mitigate the existing damage. For this purpose,
I request the following from the electoral committee (and through you from the student union board
and office):

- ensure that candidates' information is available on the UTSU website in both Estonian and
English;

- increase awareness of candidate information among the student body by explicitly adding a
link to the candidates' page in both the next week's student newsletter and on the UTSU
election page alongside the link to the UTSU elections (as has been done in previous years);

- propose to the student parliament of the student union to add more detailed provisions
regarding the disclosure of candidate information to the general election regulations of UTSU
and to resolve the inconsistencies highlighted in this complaint.
